Suites are appointed for an
upscale stay — terry-cloth robes
hanging in every closet, a thick pad
of soft linens on the bed, walk-in
showers and deep bathtubs.

These are the kind of rooms that
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on the prowl for a date, try a midday
visit. Grab a stool on the water-view
side of the bar and ask the barmaid
for ablackened grouper sandwich.

From this vantage point, you can
keep tabs on the game of the day on
TV while watching boats motor to
the restaurant’s docks. !

After lunch, take the short jaunt
to the Vero Beach Museum of Art.

Pick up a paperback here, then
return to the Vero Beach Hotel &
Club to enjoy the centerpiece of the
hotel: its expansive pool deck, where
every spot provides an ocean view:
